Getting Started: your profile

1) Visit http://2gether08.crowdvine.com and 
look for the ʻCreate an accountʼ link

2) Fill in your details and create your account

3) Choose ʻEdit Profileʼ to fill in a few facts 
about you. If you can, add a photo of 
yourself - online networks work a lot better 
when you can see who you are typing to!

4) When you have saved your profile, choose 
ʻedit answersʼ. You will be able to fill in a few 
more details about yourself.

Tip: When you are entering your interests or skills 
(for example) try to enter them as a list of key words 
separated by commas. 

That way, Crowdvine can easily help you to find other 
people with shared interests. 

For example, enter ‘I am interested in:, fairtrade, 
youth work, ethical business’ rather than: ‘I’m 
interested in the economic aspects of fair trade 
systems as well as youth work and ethical company 
structures’

5) If you have blog, share photos on a tool like 
Flickr, use Twitter, or use a social 
bookmarking tool like del.icio.us you can 
use the ʻadd external feedsʼ option to pull 
the content you share through these tools 
into Crowdvine. That way - over the course 
of the event others will be able to find out 
what youʼre thinking, seeing and 
bookmarking related to 2gether. 

6) At any time when youʼve got news, ideas, 
reflections or proposals to share before or 
during the event - head to your profile  and 
use the ʻadd a postʼ link to share your 
thoughts and suggestions with the network.

What else can you do?

Find out who will be there
Click the tag-cloud links on the front page of the network 
to find people with shared interests, or browse by 
clicking peopleʼs profile pictures on the front page. 

Plan your meet-ups
When you take a look at the 
profile if someone you really 
want to talk to at the conference, 
use the ʻwant to meetʼ link under their profile to let them 
know you want to catch up at 2gether08. 

Build your event schedule
Use the ʻSCHEDULEʼ link to browse the sessions taking 
place as plans for 2gether develop. You can flag up the 
sessions you want to go to - and Crowdvine will 
build your own custom schedule. Plus - you can see 
who is planning on going to the sessions you are 
interested in.

Use the ʻmy scheduleʼ link to see all the sessions you 
are planning to go to. 
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
