Your
comments shall be treated as a complaint and shall therefore be dealt with in accordance with the College’s internal
review process. The internal review process and its committee are set up in accordance with the FOIA and the
guidance and codes of practice published by the Information Commissioner and the Department of Constitutional
Affairs.

The College FOIA shall make a determination within a period of approximately 6 weeks, giving a determination date
of 20 May 2005. Should it become apparent that such determination will be longer than this then the College will set a

secondary target time for the determination and will contact you and explain the reason for the delay.

Should the determination of the internal review process result in information previously withheld being released to you
then such information shall be released within 20 working days after the determination.

The College will continue to assist you with your FOIA request and is happy to answer any questions you may have
regarding the internal review process.
